seems likely it will be an exception to the new rule.

Chechnya's culture. The Moscow Times said it was, "to root out
any hint of Westernization". Chechnya's leader said the ban
was to make music "conform to the Chechen mentality". He
said: "Borrowing musical culture from other people's is [not
allowed]." Chechnya's culture minister said: "We must bring
to...the future of our children the cultural heritage of the
Chechen people." Local artists have to rewrite their songs to
follow the new tempo. People will no longer be able to listen to

techno music or many pop songs.
